17 th October 2008 

The following report covers inspections of the Cyanobacterium, Lyngbya majuscula in 
areas of Moreton Bay by officers of Queensland Parks and Wildlife, local Councils and 
other observers. The inspections are to determine and report any changes in the 
coverage and density of Lyngbya. Lyngbya surveys consist of examining randomly 
selected sites for Lyngbya growth along set transects from a small boat and shore 
based coastline inspections for deposited Lyngbya. 

Central Moreton Bay 

The survey conducted over Moreton and Amity Banks on the 1st of October 2008 
found little or no Lyngbya coverage across Moreton banks and eastern Amity banks, 
however medium Lyngbya coverage was widespread across the western side (Maroom 
Bank). Please note the first map provided.

On the 23 rd September 2008, light to medium Lyngbya coverage was found in 
approximately half the sampling locations in Deception Bay. Please note the second 
map.

29 th September 2008 

The following report covers inspections of the Cyanobacterium, Lyngbya majuscula in 
areas of Moreton Bay by officers of Queensland Parks and Wildlife, local Councils and 
other observers. The inspections are to determine and report any changes in the 
coverage and density of Lyngbya. Lyngbya surveys consist of examining randomly 
selected sites for Lyngbya growth along set transects from a small boat and shore 
based coastline inspections for deposited Lyngbya. 

Central Moreton Bay  

The survey conducted over Moreton and Amity Banks on the 15th of September 
2008 found Lyngbya coverage widespread across Amity banks with one patch of very 
dense coverage on the western side (Maroom Bank). Please note the first map 
provided.

25 th August 2008 

The following report covers inspections of the Cyanobacterium, Lyngbya majuscula in 
areas of Moreton Bay by officers of Queensland Parks and Wildlife, local Councils and 
other observers. The inspections are to determine and report any changes in the 
coverage and density of Lyngbya. Lyngbya surveys consist of examining randomly 
selected sites for Lyngbya growth along set transects from a small boat and shore 
based coastline inspections for deposited Lyngbya.  

Central Moreton Bay

The survey conducted over Moreton and Amity Banks on the 20th of August 2008 
found light to medium Lyngbya coverage widespread across the banks with very 
dense coverage on the western side of Amity Banks (Maroom Bank). Light Lyngbya 
coverage was also widespread during a survey of Peel Island, Deanbilla Bay and 
Pelican Banks on the 21 st July 2008. Please note the first map provided.

Northern Moreton Bay 

On the 17 th July 2008, light to medium Lyngbya coverage was found widely 
distributed throughout sampling locations in Deception Bay. Dense Lyngbya 
coverage was found in one location. Please note the second map.

26th June 2008 

The following report covers inspections of the Cyanobacterium, Lyngbya majuscula in 
areas of Moreton Bay by officers of the Queensland Parks and Wildlife Service, local 
Councils and other observers. The inspections are to determine and report any 
changes in the coverage and density of Lyngbya. Lyngbya surveys consist of 
examining randomly selected sites for Lyngbya growth along set transects from a 
small boat and shore based coastline inspections for deposited Lyngbya. 

Central Moreton Bay
The survey conducted over Moreton and Amity Banks on the 4 th June 2008 found 
Lyngbya in nine of the thirty five locations sampled. In one of these locations Lyngbya 
coverage was dense. A small amount of Lyngbya was also found during sampling of 
Shark Spit on the 23 rd May 2008. Please note the first map provided.

15 th April 2008 

The following report covers inspections of the Cyanobacterium, Lyngbya majuscula in 
areas of Moreton Bay by officers of the Queensland Parks and Wildlife Service, local 
Councils and other observers. The inspections are to determine and report any 
changes in the coverage and density of Lyngbya. Lyngbya surveys consist of 
examining randomly selected sites for Lyngbya growth along set transects from a 
small boat and shore based coastline inspections for deposited Lyngbya. 

Central Moreton Bay
The survey conducted over Moreton Banks on the 26th March 2008 found that 
Lyngbya coverage was absent in all but one location. Of 25 sites sampled on Amity 
Banks, two had medium Lyngbya coverage, one had light Lyngbya coverage, and the 
rest were free of Lyngbya. The survey along the western shore of Moreton Island, 
including Shark Spit on the 2nd April, was also virtually free of Lyngbya with light 
coverage found in only two locations. Please note the first map provided.

Northern Moreton Bay 
Light Lyngbya coverage was found at four of the twenty-three survey locations in 
Deception Bay on the 30th March 2008.

17 March 2008 
The following report covers inspections of the Cyanobacterium, Lyngbya majuscula in 
areas of Moreton Bay by officers of the Queensland Parks and Wildlife Service, local 
Councils and other observers. The inspections are to determine and report any 
changes in the coverage and density of Lyngbya. Lyngbya surveys consist of 
examining randomly selected sites for Lyngbya growth along set transects from a 
small boat and shore based coastline inspections for deposited Lyngbya. 

Central Moreton Bay 
The survey conducted over Moreton Banks on the 26th February 2008 found that 
Lyngbya coverage was absent in all but one location. Of 28 sites sampled on Amity 
Banks, two had medium Lyngbya coverage, four had light Lyngbya coverage, and the 
rest were free of Lyngbya. The survey of Peel Island and Deanbilla Bay on the 3rd 
March was also virtually free of Lyngbya with light coverage found in only one 
location. Please note the first map provided.

Lyngbya surveys consist of 
examining randomly selected sites for Lyngbya growth along set transects from a 
small boat and shore based coastline inspections for deposited Lyngbya.  

Central Moreton Bay 

The survey conducted over Moreton Banks on the 30th January 2008 found that 
Lyngbya coverage was light or absent in all but one location. Extensive sampling of 
areas around Peel Island, Deanbilla Bay and the Pelican Banks was undertaken 
on the 21st January, however no Lyngbya was found. Please note the first map 
provided.  

The Redlands Shire Council has not reported Lyngbya on the foreshores of 
Wellington Point, Victoria point and Coochiemudlo Island for the past week.

14 January 2008 
The following report covers inspections of the Cyanobacterium, Lyngbya majuscula in 
areas of Moreton Bay by officers of the Queensland Parks and Wildlife Service, local 
Councils and other observers. The inspections are to determine and report any 
changes in the coverage and density of Lyngbya. Lyngbya surveys consist of 
examining randomly selected sites for Lyngbya growth along set transects from a 
small boat and shore based coastline inspections for deposited Lyngbya.  

Central Moreton Bay 
The survey conducted over the Moreton Banks and Amity Banks on the 7 th 
January 2008 found that Lyngbya coverage had decreased and was light or absent in 
all but one location. One site of light growth Lyngbya was found on the west coast of 
Moreton Island on the 24 th December which was a marked reduction from 
densities found last month. Please note the first map provided. The Redlands Shire 
Council has not reported Lyngbya on the foreshores of Wellington Point, Victoria 
point and Coochiemudlo Island for the past week.

Northern Moreton Bay 
Light coverage was found over seven of the survey locations in Deception Bay on 
the 22nd of December.
